FS Cyprus – for the entire coast line

• Identification of an appropriate governance scheme

• Organisation of data bases and webGIS

• Exchange with Israel of good practices and exchange of good practices 
and experiences on methodologies related to ICZM and MSP

• Identification of issues which have a transboundary character

• 2-4 thematic workshops: e.g. cumulative impacts, LSI, ECAP, 
governance, transboundary SEA/EIA 

• Thematic guidelines: e.g. governance, tourism, energy, fisheries, 
methodological tools 



FS Cyprus – for the case study areas

• Definition of ways to apply the ECAP in ICZM/MSP planning

• Application of the Land Cover Change Indicator

• Assessment of vulnerability and cumulative impacts

• Analysis of the Land-Sea Interactions (LSI):
a. natural processes (causing erosion and aggravated by climate   

change
b. co-existing uses, activities and flows (ports, marinas, aquaculture…)

conflicts and environmental impacts
c. planning and management for land and marine areas

• Use of EIA or SEA

• Proposal of spatial solutions



Time table

• By 20 March PAP/RAC NFPs organise consultations in their countries 
in order to consider both FS (attached) and try to identify points of 
convergence and possible joint activities.

• The results of the consultations reach PAP/RAC by 31 March. 

• PAP/RAC hosts a meeting in its premises in Split to discuss the results 
of the national-level consultations and shape the joint FS. PAP/RAC 
can bear the costs of two participants per country 

• Signature of agreements: end 2020

• Start of CAMP project: Feb 2021

• Duration: 2.5 years
